Sacramento County Collaborative and Specialized Courts

The Judicial Council of California describes Collaborative (Justice) Courts as problem-solving courts that promote accountability by combining judicial supervision with
rigorously monitored rehabilitation and treatment services in lieu of detention. Collaborative courts are geared towards improving justice system outcomes by focusing
on underlying problems such as mental health issues or substance use disorders. Collaborative justice principles include a multidisciplinary team approach with
involvement from the court, attorneys, law enforcement, probation, and service agencies to address offenders’ complex social and behavioral problems. Each court

operates slightly differently with varying eligibility criteria, requirements, length, sanctions and incentives, services, and graduation criteria.
