If you… 

ARE THE PETITIONER AND A TEMPORARY RESTRAINING ORDER 
(TRO) WAS GRANTED: The forms ask that you attach a copy of the TRO 
(GV-110) to GV-115. Because the TRO is only valid until the existing hearing 
date, the Court needs to make note that it should be valid until the NEW hearing 
date, if a continuance is granted.  

HAVE ASKED FOR SEVERAL CONTINUANCES ALREADY: You may 
need to provide documents (evidence) that show there is good cause for the 
Court to continue the hearing again. This might be copies of non-refundable 
plane tickets, or a surgery scheduled the same day as a hearing.  

The Court is not required to grant a request to continue, 
but MAY if good cause to do so is shown.

FILING FEE:  There is no fee to request a continuance. 

COPIES: The original plus one (1) copies of all documents are required at the time 
of filing (2 total). The court cannot make copies for you at the filing window. A public 
copy machine is available in Room 102 at 720 9th Street. Copies cost 0.25 cents 
per page. The machine takes cash only.
