NEED AN INTERPRETER: Ask the clerk, or Self-Help Staff to request an 
interpreter to be present for your hearing.  

WANT TO PROVIDE SCREENSHOTS OR OTHER EVIDENCE: This 
process is not an opportunity to “re-litigate” the case. However, if you have new 
evidence that supports why the permanent Restraining Order should be modified 
or terminated, you may attach that to GV-600.

in the person’s custody or control, owning, purchasing, possessing, or receiving firearms, ammunition, or
magazines; and

 • A gun violence restraining order is necessary to prevent personal injury to Respondent or to another
person because less restrictive alternatives either have been tried and found to be ineffective or have been
determined to be inadequate or inappropriate for the current circumstances.

There remains clear and convincing evidence that grounds continue to exist to support the order.
